The Game Of

Players: Any number

Cards per Player: 5

Decks: Enough to cover cards per player plus healthy draw deck

Object:  Get rid of cards on discard

Notes:

· Played like crazy 8's, except special cards are different.

· Play begins at dealer's left

· Winner of a round makes up a new (consistent, fair) rule that adds to the things that can be penalized for

Special Cards Notes:

· In 'special cards' table, "quoted words" are to be said.

· 7's and Spades are mixable e.g. after 7H 7S 4S 7S, the play of a 7S should be "Seven of Spades, thank you very much" (subsequent spade, subsequent 7)

Special Cards

KKK - "We come bearing gifts"

666 - "Hail Satan"

Q - changes suit to opposite in same colour

7 (First) - "Thank you"

   7 (subsequent) - "Thank you" + "very" for each instance + "much"

   7 (Spade) - "7 of Spades"

   Spade (subsequent) - "<n> of Spades"

A - Skip next player

8 - Reverse direction of play

J - Wild suit (for first person to call it)

Penalty Notes:

· In penalties section, [bracketed words] are unsaid.

· One card per penalty.

· Bad penalty cards are given to the person giving the bad penalty plus any cards for making the bad call

· On going out, if the player does not say "mau":  failure to win, bad card, talking (if "mau" said erroneously), and failure to hold 4 cards (as a last resort) may apply.

· After a few seconds, someone can snap fingers five times in one second intervals as a courteous warning before "Failure to play within 5 seconds"
